Parents & Guardians Code of Conduct

        	1. First, take it to the other adult in private.
	2. If conflict cannot be resolved, notify the CHEC board and approach the offending party together.
	3. If conflict cannot be resolved with member and CHEC board, notify the arbitrary board members and approach the offending party together. 
4.  In addition:  In upholding Biblical values, sharing negative thoughts or comments concerning CHEC as a participant on social media is discouraged. Slander or gossip may be cause for dismissal per the coordinating team's and/or CHEC board's discretion. 







Disciplinary
In any correction situation, the goal will always be effective communication and a change of heart and behavior. In the event of a violation of this Code of Conduct, CHEC Board Members will follow:
VIOLATION #1
· A verbal warning will be given along with a violation report filed. 
 
VIOLATION #2
· Removal from chosen service but will have to sign up for whatever service is left.  A violation report will be completed and filed.
VIOLATION #3
· Family will be permanently be removed from CHEC, without fee refund. A violation report will be completed and filed.
